A full, partial or no refund will be processed within 10 business days after departure depending on level of damage or lack thereof.

Terms and Conditions
All registrations are subject to the following conditions which become legally binding once the registration is confirmed by School International.

1. Program length

The duration of a package for the purposes of the School Summer plus! program is as follows:

2-week Program: 13 days. Arrive on Sunday and depart on Saturday.

3-week Program: 20 days. Arrive on Sunday and depart on Saturday.

4-week Program: 27 days. Arrive on Sunday and depart on Saturday.

2. Registration and payment procedures

Registrations should be submitted at least 60 days before arrival date and should include the following information:

• Family name, given name, date of birth, native language and gender of every student.

• Plus! option for each student.

• Flight arrival and flight departure information and indicate if airport transfer is required.

• Full name of group leader(s) or parent(s) and contact information of each one (email address and telephone number).

• Full name of the representative and company submitting the booking, if applicable, with mailing address, email, telephone, fax and website.

Once all the above information has been received, we will send an invoice via email or fax within 72 hours. The invoice will contain the deposit and total amount due.

A $500 deposit per student is due 30 days before arrival including the $100 Registration fee. Once we have received the deposit payment (payable by credit card or

wire transfer) we will confirm the booking. This is recognized as the original confirmation of the reservation.

Full payment of the remaining balance and final student details are due 15 days before arrival. Absolutely no one will be allowed to participate in the School Summer

plus! program without full payment.

3. Cancellation and refund policy

Cancellation notices must be submitted in writing. The following refund policies will take effect based on the date that cancellation notice was received:

• 30 to 15 days before the originally confirmed arrival date—all payments are fully refundable except the $100 Registration fee.

• 14 to 7 days before the originally confirmed arrival date—all payments refundable less the $500 deposit per student.

• Less than 7 days before the originally confirmed arrival date and for students who do not show—no refunds will be made.

4. Changes to registration

We will allow changes to the number of students in a group up to 15 days before arrival. However the number of students cannot be less than 80% of the originally

confirmed booking. So for example, if you were invoiced for 20 students but only 15 of them have confirmed 15 days before arrival, we will require payment for 16

students (80% of the original 20 students).

5. Group leaders or chaperones coming with a group

School will cover the related expenses for the accommodation, pre-organized excursions & activities and return airport transfer for 1 group leader per every 12 students.

All additional group leaders will be invoiced at the student rate.

6. Medical insurance

All students and group leaders participating in the School Summer plus! program must have a minimum coverage of a travel health insurance during their stay. Proof

of insurance and coverage has to be submitted prior to arrival.

7. Conduct and Discipline

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that is compatible with the general well being of all students, staff members, the greater School Summer

plus! community and the college campus. All students and are required to participate in the daily aspects of the program and must respect and obey the rules, regulations,

property, academic standards, attendance requirements and campus policies as set forth by School.

School reserves the right to refuse, exclude, eject or subject any student or group leader to legal or disciplinary action if said participant displays behaviour that is

inconsistent with the policies and objectives of the School Summer plus! program. Such behaviour includes:

• Under-age purchase or consumption of alcohol

• Possession or use of illegal substances or dangerous objects (e.g. Illegal drugs, firearms, knives and other weapons, etc.)

• Damage to property

• Threatening or violent behaviour
• Theft

• Sexual, racial, religious or personal harassment

• Unauthorized absence from classes or other required events

• Profane, lewd or indecent displays or behaviour
• Smoking inside a building or other non-smoking areas

• Violation of any other college or residential guidelines

• Blatant disregard of School staff authority

In these instances, no refund will be given and any costs incurred, including damages, will be passed on to the participant or their parents or their guardians.

8. Liability

Course, activity, excursion, transportation, meals and housing details as well as other aspects of the School Summer plus! program are displayed in publicity materials

in good faith. The details and/or schedules of any part of the program may be subject to change for reasons of safety, in the event of unsuitable weather, or in the

event of other conditions that are beyond control. School reserves the right to change the particular aspects of the program if the number of participants is not the

minimum required to successfully carry out such aspect of the program. It is understood that photos taken of students participating in the program are the property

of School International and can be used for promotional and informational purposes. School will not be liable for any loss, damage or injury to persons or property

unless proven to be caused by wilful negligence on the part of School or its staff. School will not be liable for any loss of services to be delivered due to acts,

omissions, or accidents beyond the control of School, including delays in travel services, compliance with government order, rule, direction or regulation, riots and/or

civil commotion, war or hostilities, acts of terrorism, invasion, explosion, accident, fire, flood, lightening, storm, illness, widespread disease, epidemic or infection.

9. Resolution of disputes

If a student, group leader or agent decides to complain about any aspect of the School Summer plus! program, such complaint must be initially made to a School
staff on site. Unless there is a valid reason why this is not possible, we will not consider ourselves liable for any complaint not made at the time. In the event that the

matter is not resolved, the client or his agent should make an immediate complaint in writing to School’s main office in New York. Such complaints will be investigated

in full and subject to an appropriate refund provided that all invoices relating to the participant is settled in full and the complaint is received within one month of the end of the program.
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
